· Chief Deputy – One candidate is pending a background check prior to final offer.
· OFSM & iLearn – This program is designed to provide on-line training for company inspection train-the trainer and fire plans examiner preparation.  Future classes include Fire & Life Safety Awareness, Basic Mechanical Code, Basic Building Code, and Oregon Fire Code Amendment course.
7. Liaison Reports

· ICC – Garrison – The financial condition of ICC is stable and has made significant personnel adjustments.  Revenues are above what was projected; expenses have been reduced.  2009 Fire Codes are being delivered.  Reminder the Chapter gets an additional 20% discount available in a single order.  Governmental agency members one free download of the 2009 I-codes, assuming you have a current membership as of March 2009.  Significant changes webinars are available 24/7.  Change in the certified fire marshal requirements.  WABO appeal on residential sprinkler vote, the Board directed a committee to review the past process and found that the election was conducted in accordance with their by-laws.  A review of how “voting members” are appointed or designation and their subsidy.  The previous cycle of two (2) 18-month reviews is being changed to one (1) 3-year cycle in an effort reduction of expenses for code forums at a single city location.  Code hearings and annual business meeting October 24-31, 2009 & November 3-11, 2009 in Baltimore, MD.
· Oregon Life Safety – McDermott/Buzalsky – There is a meeting today.  Subcommittees have been established.  The smoke alarm brochure for realtors is being revamped.  New campaigns are being developed.
· OFCC & OBOA – McMullen – 2009 Codes are available and will be distributed at the Oregon Fire Code meeting.  OBOA contact has been limited with e-mail updates from Bill Cross.
· DPSST Fire Policy – Stevens – Four (4) members were reviewed for revocation of certification.  No revocation occurred.  McMullen reported on the NFPA 1031, 1037, 1033 task force; basic question is it appropriate for Oregon, since it requires no prerequisites.
· IAAI – Stevens – Conference in Hood River, September 21-24, 2009.
· OFCA – Stevens/McMullen – Pres Stevens expressed her appreciation for the OFCA Board’s support of OFMA.  Ken Armstrong gave an update on legislative matters; GPO memberships, etc.  OVFA conference in Jackson County in June 2009; discussion regarding the streamlining of criteria for awards from OVFA.
· GFSPC – McMullen – Meeting later this month.
· Legislative – McMullen – HB 3450 - CO regulated by the Fire Code is coming, subcommittee has been formed to steer the enforcement away from the State Fire Marshal’s Office, the new UL listing is new and there is confusion.  Compatibility with combo units (smoke alarm/CO monitor).  HB 2950 - NECA (National Electrical Contractors Association) introduced this bill to give fire officials only one inspection of new construction within the final 30 days – task force developed; hearing scheduled today.  More information to come.

· Scholarship – Wilson reported that the OSAC will be providing information to the Association in late April.  Reviewing will be a high priority as soon as information is received.
