Approval of Minutes    

Motion:  Moved by McDermott  and seconded by Silva  to approve the minutes of the 
October 20, 2010 minutes as presented.  Motion passed.  

 
Financial report 
Deferred to Committee Reports.    
 
Correspondence 
Treasurer Stoller presented two items for the Boards review: 

 A letter from TVF&R announcing that its Command and Business Operations Center will 
be relocating to Tigard (EXHIBIT A); and  

 An announcement from Jackson County Fire District No. 3 announcing the hiring of Fire 
Chief Dan Petersen (EXHIBIT B). 

 
Old Business  
Annual Business Meeting:  Deferred to Committee Reports. 
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New Business 
 Life Memberships   President Wilson noted receipt of nominations for two Life Memberships 

and one Honorary Membership.  Upon further discussion, the Board agreed to treat all three 
nominations as Life Membership nominations. 

 
Motion:  Moved by Stoller and seconded by Buzalsky to approve the three individuals 
named for Life Members and refer the recommendations to the membership during the 
Annual Business Meeting for approval.   Motion passed. 

 
The Board agreed to explore options for honoring and recognizing individuals who had been 
supportive of the Association.  

 
 Donation to the Fire Service Museum   1st Vice President Buzalsky discussed a possible 

contribution to the Oregon Fire Service Museum in honor of Jerry Heater.  Treasurer Stoller 
confirmed that funds are available for the contributions line item. 

 
Motion:  Moved by Buzalsky and seconded by Silva to approve a contribution of $100 to 
the Fire Service Museum.  Motion passed. 

 
 Resolutions 

President Wilson distributed a Resolution in support of the fire sprinkler legislation being 
introduced by the Oregon Fire Chiefs Association and asked to present it to the membership 
for approval during the Annual Business Meeting.  

 
 Think Permits 

President Wilson reported that the Oregon Building Officials Association (OBOA) had asked 
if the OFMA would partner with them to promote the “Think Permits” program to encourage 
the securing of permits prior to beginning various types of work.  Following discussion, 
President Wilson suggested that he contact his counterpart at OBOA to offer assistance.  1st 
Vice President Buzalsky added that the program could be supported either via the OFMA 
website or by virtue of a Resolution.    

 
Committee Reports 
 Bylaws Committee   1st Vice President Buzalsky reported that he and Director Rinier had 

reviewed the standing Bylaws and recommendations and will meet once more before 
forwarding recommendations to the membership for approval at the Annual Business 
Meeting.  President Wilson reminded the Board that all items must reach the membership 
thirty days prior to the Annual Meeting.  

 
 Education Committee   2nd Vice President McDermott explained how Board members should 

fill out their registration forms for the Annual Business Meeting, noting that each member 
should send in their own registration, writing “Board Member” and indicating “no charge” or 
“zero balance” in order to secure their place and their rooms.  She reminded staff to do the 
same.  Board members reviewed registration form, noting that it had not been reviewed by 
OFMA. BOLA will handle registrations, OFMA staff will print name badges and be present at 
the registration desk to greet OFMA members.   
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2nd Vice President McDermott continued her report emphasizing the following points:   
o The OFMA Annual Business Meeting had been selected as roll out for the NFPA’s 

residential sprinkler program for the region.  The presentation will be 1-2 hours and 
will be treated as a grant so there will be no charge.  

 
o Vendor night will be held on Monday.    
 
o The commuter rate for one day is $118; of that amount, $99 will go to OFMA.   
 
o Business meetings will be held during the Tuesday and Wednesday lunches.  Elections 

will be held on Wednesday and the swearing in will occur during the Banquet.   
 
o Board members were reminded that casual attire is not to be worn during the Business 

Meetings.  Class As will be worn during the Banquet.    
 
o There will be tables at the entry to accommodate the giveaways. 
 
o Committee reports will be in writing. 
 
o The two Presidents will share a Presidential Suite set-up with sleeping rooms flanking 

a common area for meetings and debriefings, with refreshments onsite.   
 
o Board members and staff will meet on Sunday for set-up. 
 

Implementation of future events, including regional promotion, was identified as a discussion 
item for the strategic planning process.  

 
 Audit Committee   Joe Pedrola presented the Audit Report (EXHIBIT C] and reviewed the list 

of 14 recommendations.  The original audit will be kept on file, along with the Resolution of 
Budget Adoption.  The reported reflected no major issues to be addressed. 

 
Motion:  Moved by Buzalsky and seconded by McDermott  to accept the audit report 
as presented and recommend approval by membership at the Annual Business 
Meeting.  Motion passed.  

 
Financial Report 
 Review of Financial Documents   Treasurer Stoller reviewed the current Balance Sheet, noting 

that promotional items have been moved to the asset section and the Hazmat Conference has 
been moved to the liability section.  The budget now matches QuickBooks categories.   

 
 Review of Proposed Budget   Treasurer Stoller distributed the budget preparation worksheet 

and requested assistance populating the documents with values assigned to each line item.  
The Board engaged in a budget work session over the next hour.  

 
Sprinkler Coalition  
President Wilson announced that the Oregon Building Codes Division had agreed to modify 
language to more closely reflect Appendix C and S; however, the Residential Structures Board 
voted to remove Appendix S from the code, which effectively removes the local adoption option 
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from the residential code.  The coalition will be looking to reverse the decision.  Division had 
made the decision not to adopt Appendix S.  
 
 
Next Meeting 
The next meeting was scheduled for January 25, 2011 at 12:30 p.m.  Staff was asked to arrange 
for access to the meeting room at 11:30.
