8. Committee Reports:    

· Annual Business Meeting: President Coxen provided an update on the status of the ABM. The Fire Plans Review class is overbooked at this time with approximately 60 participants registered. The Board discussed possible options for reducing the class size.  Director McMullen confirmed the possibility of a class in August. It was suggested that OSFM send an informational update out to the Fire Service informing those concerned about the certification/recognition process and potential deadlines. The information would advise people that there will be several other class dates coming in the future. President Coxen was going to send an e-mail to those signed up for the Fire Plans Review class to ascertain if anybody would be interested in taking a different class at the ABM with the intentions of taking the Fire Plans Review class at a later date. She has spoken to Kyle Melton and he and his father plan to be at the annual banquet to receive his scholarship check. Mrs. Hamilton had been invited as well as Doug K. from Bend to speak about the history of the scholarship. Gary Marshal will be the moderator and Kim & Tari will finish up the award order this afternoon. Kim will bring packets and items to be stuffed in them to the Sunday meeting, will print and bring course materials for the Train the Trainer class (which Dan will teach), work with Dean Frietag & Pete Martin to staff the registration table, bring raffle items and print meal tickets, week long agenda, business meeting agendas, the banquet agenda’s, arrange rooms for life members & presenter’s and coordinate facility arrangements. 
· Legislative: 
*Eric promoted the importance of the Safer Cigarette Bill. 

*He also reported that the Arsonist Registration Bill passage is being supported by the Chiefs and will be able to move forward without any financial support from OFMA.

*Sprinkler Legislation is still under discussion.

· DPSST: 1st. VP Stein reported that the next meeting is May 12, 2006. President Coxen requested that DPSST be asked to provide information about the Fire Inspector I & II certification on their web site. Tying a link to the OFMA web site would also be effective

· OFCA: President Coxen informed the board of recent OFCA elections. Chief Fowler of Pendleton is the new President, and Brenda Messmer was elected to a director position.

· OLST: 1st. VP Stein reported that the next meeting is April 20, 2006. Past President Glocar provided the packet for the June Public Education Conference which also included scholarship forms. 

· Oregon Fire Code/BCD: Director McMullen reported that they are working on new codes development for the 2006 IFC. The consensus of the code committee is to continue to promote the need for fewer amendments.

· Oregon Fire Chiefs Foundation Request: Guest Robert Garrison gave the board an overview of the objective of the foundation’s service to the entire fire community will be served. Examples were; the foundation’s ability to provide various specific services to Volunteer Chief Officers, service to Volunteer Organizations such as a means to secure funds for those organizations that aren’t 501 (c) 3. Motion by Treasurer Johnson to donate $500.00 dollars as “seed money” to Oregon Fire Chiefs Foundation. Seconded by Past President Glocar. Discussion followed. Motion Passed.
· Insurance:Jeff Griffin reported to President Coxen that we will be provided new insurance coverage under an umbrella along with other small associations like OFMA. This will reduce our annual cost for insurance.
11. New Business:

· Fire Prevention Managers Summit: This was discussed at determined to be a great fit adjacent to the Round Table. Eric will work with Kim to organize this.

· Competency Recognition: The first meeting of the Recognition Advisory committee met and the first of the certificates will be awarded by FM Orr and Coxen at the ABM Banquet.

· IFC Class: Discussion about jointly sponsoring an IFC class with a local OBOA chapter with the conclusion that the fact that they have already selected the instructor would become a problem for OFMA. We have gone out to bid on the contracts for IFC offerings and thus having the planning of the event beyond this phase felt it best for OFMA to decline at this time and continue to open instruction contracts for bid.  

· Skinny Streets: This was discussed a determined to be best addressed at t his time as a resolution at the ABM. Ken to follow up on crafting language for the resolution.
