Previous Minutes: 

· Motion Stevens, Second Chaffin to approve October minutes as submitted, passed unanimously.   (No November meeting)
Office of State Fire Marshal Report:  (Dave Jones)

· Double fatality fire in Seaside, elderly couple in 90s.  Fire caused by candles used due to power outage.  No smoke alarms present.

· Ballston fire, elderly woman in 80s with smoke inhalation.  Extension cord (zip) caused fire.  She is not expected to live due to her age and injuries.   No smoke alarms present.

· The Board discussed the need for more public service announcements during outages to address all the hazards with candles, generators, heaters, carbon monoxide and etc.

Guest Participation:  

· Nathan Kemalyan (Burn Center Director) – Welcomed the Board to the Burn Center and gave an overview of the facility.  Injury and burn prevention are high on the Burn Center agenda.  They are working on sustained efforts to establish and maintain statewide relationships and partnerships with fire agencies.  Also looking for partners in recovery efforts for burn patients as they re-engage into the mainstream.

· Bob Garrison – 

· ICC News – Rick Weiland has been selected as the new ICC Executive Director.  Weiland was originally with the ICBO organization and will be a positive West coast influence.  Jim Tidwell, retired from Fort Worth Fire, now works for ICC in government relations in the Washington DC office.   ICC’s headquarters is now located in Washington DC.  Western Code Action Committee will begin work in July on the next code cycle, most likely in Anchorage, AK.  

· Coalition for Local Determination – Letters have been sent out to all Chiefs and Fire Marshals in Oregon.  The intent of the Coalition’s efforts is to get the attention of Building Codes Division by encouraging local governments, Boards, city councils, mayors and etc to apply pressure.  Director Dan Patterson is the OFMA representative.  The overall goal is to compel BCD to allow local adoption of fire sprinkler requirements.  The first step in the effort is for the Chiefs and Fire Marshals to take the resolution to their Boards and Councils for adoption.  The hope is that the local governments will then, in turn, contact BCD and make their desires known.  The second step is to engage with all State Representatives and Senators to put pressure on BCD.  

A concurrent technical code adoption effort is also being made.  The Board recognized that the Homebuilders are concerned that if fire sprinklers become mandatory, the incentive for local fire agencies to bargain trade-offs is lost.  Therefore, the code effort needs to include code provisions that grant prescribed trade-offs when fire sprinklers are installed.

Although the Board previously reviewed and approved the Coalition’s documents prior to distribution, Mr. Garrison requested a formal endorsement by the Board.  Johnson moved, Stevens seconded to formally endorse the Coalition for Local Determination Letter and Resolution, motion passed unanimously.  The documents are posted on the OFMA website.

Treasurer’s Report:

· Written cash flow reconciliation was submitted by Treasurer Johnson.  

· Checking account balance as of December 15, 2006 - $15,770.08.

· Liability Insurance payment has been made, should be around $600 per year, which represents a savings to the Association.

Committee Reports:

· Training – 

· Director Stevens reported that the committee for the Pendleton Round Up Training in March met to discuss instructors for the arson offering.  Michelle expressed a desire to establish a drop-dead date for cancellation in the event attendance is low.  She also requested funds for postage to mail a flyer announcement for the class.  Motion Johnson, Second Gustafson to approve up to $250 to cover postage costs for mailing a flyer for the Pendleton Roundup courses, passed unanimously.
· The numbers for the January classes in Canby do not look good at this point.  The Board discussed that we don’t want to take a negative financial hit.  After a phone discussion with Education Chair Coxen, the Board decided to cancel the International Fire Code, Company Officer Train the Trainer, and the Hazardous Materials courses.  The International Mechanical Code and Fire Plans Review courses will go forward.

· The 2007 Oregon Fire Code is currently being printed by ICC and will be an integrated code rather than having yellow page inserts.  The formal adoption date is April 1, 2007.

· An effort is being made to compel BCD to allow the new Appendix K requirement for 13D fire sprinklers in the Residential Code to be adopted for local use.

· The OSFM asked if OFMA would continue to fund coffee for the Oregon Fire Code Committee meetings.  Motion Chaffin, Second McMullen to continue to provide coffee for the OFCC meetings, passed unanimously.

· Request for Oregon HazMat Team Conference – Mariana Ruiz-Temple with the OSFM requested that the Board collect and distribute funds for the First Annual Hazmat Teams Conference as they cannot receive and distribute the funds.   Treasurer Johnson requested the opportunity to discuss further with Mariana and report back to the Board.

Good of the Order:

· Due to conflicting commitments, 1st VP Jim Gustafson submitted a resignation letter effectively immediately.

· Chaffin reported that Tri-County JFS Network has decided to re-apply for additional federal grants and become a 501(3)(c) and operate as Safe Children and Families.  They will be able to open up statewide as a result.

· Johnson reported that the OAIRS taskforce funding has received approval and is in the Governor’s budget.  The Task Force will meet in January with a goal of a web-based reporting system in a year or year and a half.

· Motion Chaffin, Second McMullen to continue to provide coffee for the OFCC meetings, passed unanimously.
