Treasurer’s Report:
· Current balances -

· Stevens moved, Gustafson seconded to approve the treasurer’s report as submitted, motion passed unanimously.

· Johnson reported that membership invoices should be out within a week.

· Jackson County #3 finance director will continue to prepare the OFMA financial papers in preparation for auditing.

· Johnson asked the Board if we wanted to continue the practice of the Treasurer and the Education Committee Chair having association debit cards, the Board agreed.
Office of State Fire Marshal Report (Chief Deputy Simpson):
· The OSFM is currently working with insurance companies with regard to the safe cigarette legislation.
· Washington will be teaming with Oregon on their respective safe cigarette legislative efforts and will be introducing simultaneous bills.
· The OSFM is working on ongoing efforts to reduce the occurrence of illegal firework usage.

· Stacy Warner presented an update of the Fire & Life Safety Training plan that detailed the efforts through July 2007.
Guest Participation:

· Members of the Board of the Metro Fire Marshals’ Association attended the meeting to discuss their request to become a sub-section of OFMA.

· 30 minutes of discussion followed.

· Johnson moved to approve the Metro Fire Marshal’s Association request for sub-section status as per Article 10 of the OFMA by-laws and that the sub-section shall be known as the Metro Chapter of the Oregon Fire Marshals’ Association and that the current funds held by the MFMA shall be deposited into the OFMA account under a separate line item earmarked for education for the Metro Chapter members only.  Gustafson seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

· The Board also discussed the need to submit by-law changes at the next ABM to Article 10 to indicate “Chapter” rather than “sub-section”.  The Board discussed that we may want to look at the IAAI model for local chapters.

Committee Reports:

· Recognition (Stein) – SFM Orr desires to present all certifications in person and would like an OFMA representative present also.  President Stein will coordinate with the OSFM to make sure an OFMA representative is present.
· Honor Guard (Johnson) – The Honor Guard has been active in Klamath Falls and Phoenix.  Brad Paris with Salem Fire is the statewide coordinator.
· Training (Coxen) – Calendars will be mailed in about two weeks.  Coxen inquired about the possibility of also mailing the calendars to the OBOA membership.  McMullen will attempt to obtain an OBOA mailing list. 
· Scholarship (Coxen) – Mrs. Hamilton’s mother will turn 104 in September.  The Board discussed sending flowers to Mrs. Hamilton’s mother.  Stevens moved, Coxen seconded to spend $35 on flowers for Violet Cole, motion passed unanimously.  Gustafson offered to deliver the flowers for the Board.
Liaison Reports:

· Code Development (McMullen) – The 2006 IFC code cycle is wrapping up through the OFCC.  McMullen will be attending the ICC code hearings in September.
· IAAI (Stevens) – Michelle met with the IAAI training committee to discuss training needs.
· Life Safety Team (Stein/Simpson) – The Team is concentrating on the Safe Cigarette legislation.  No new campaigns are planned in the near future.  Washington State will be following Oregon’s lead on personal accountability campaigns.
· OFCA (Stein) – President Stein attended the last OFCA Board meeting.  The OFMA training calendar was shared with the OFCA Board.  The OFCA Board is following the OHSU Tort Liability court case that will affect the maximum payout for tort claims.
Old Business:
· Recognition (Coxen) – Past President Coxen presented the Board with a draft copy of by-laws for the Fire & Life Safety Recognition Advisory Committee.  Director Patterson requested in advance that the Board table discussion until he could be present.

· Coxen asked the Board if they would be interested in endorsing the concept of patches that indicated recognition levels.  The Board preferred lapel pins, Direction Chaffin will suggest the idea to the GFSPC Uniform Best Practices Committee.
· Board Policy Review - The Board will start in August reviewing the policies.  Coxen will email electronic copies to the Board.  We will start with Policies #7 and #12 in August.

· Yahoo Discussion List – VP McMullen discussed moving from the Yahoo site to a discussion listed hosted on the OFMA website.  VP McMullen will check with the owners of the LA Fire Marshals discussion list for details.

New Business:

· Director Patterson requested the use of the OFMA oval logo for the Safe Homes yard signs campaign in Medford,  Johnson moved, Coxen seconded to allow Direction Patterson to use the logo, motion passed (Gustafson voted against).
· Juvenile Fire Setters – The OSFM is working with CPSC on illegal novelty lighters.  Due to budget cutbacks, the CPSC cannot enforce the illegal importation of these lighters.

· Second VP McMullen presented a request to the Board for them to endorse Barbara Koffron for a position on the ICC Board of Directors.  Stevens moved, Johnson seconded for the OFMA Executive Board to endorse Ms. Koffron, motion passed unanimously.

· Bio Diesel – The OSFM is working to educate the general public as to the potential dangers posed to firefighters.
· President Stein suggested that the Board send an annual survey to our members.  The Board agreed to the concept and it was suggested that we send the survey prior to the ABM.
