Office of State Fire Marshal Report:  (Nancy Orr)

· Novelty Lighter Campaign is gaining speed.  The National Volunteer Firefighters Council passed a resolution while in Bend in support.  80,000 letters have been submitted to the CPSC.
· All OSFM positions are filled at this time, for the first time in quite a few years.
· OSFM budget has been submitted to DAS.  Fire Insurance Premium Tax revenue forecast indicates that revenue is not pacing with program needs.

· OSFM developing ‘07-‘09 strategic plan in partnership with the Oregon fire services.

· OSFM is currently working an amendment to the OAR that deals with certification requirements for enforcement of the fire code.  When a timeline is determined, jurisdictions will be required to choose the level of service they want to provide and will need to have personnel certified to that level.  The OSFM has met with the exempt jurisdictions and the Recognition Advisory Committee.

· Bob Garrison – Reported on the ICC code hearings in Orlando, FL in September and other recent ICC activities.
· Kirsten Balding– Oregon Burn Center is holding firefighter/EMS luncheons at the burn center to give responders an opportunity to tour the center.  Four hour in services are being offered.
