State Fire Marshal Orr reported:

* The manufactured housing combination sprinkler system proposal is waiting for approval from the Building Codes Division (BCD)


* They are planning to have an advisory board convened at the January meeting


* It is anticipated that the recognition process with be following an 18 month timeline for implementation


* OSFM staff will be conducting Public Education School classes formatted to meet the Public Education Officer Certification 


* Oregon All Incident Reporting System (OAIRS) met and made final recommendations. They were divided into, immediate goals, and Long-Term Goals. A report explaining those goals was distributed to all board members

 DPSST-Kim: President Coxen handed out an update including various standards that are going through the rulemaking process. With proper credentials, Fire Prevention personnel could come in at a Fire Officer II level provided they have completed college/non-fire general requirements for Fire Officer I & II

Oregon Life Safety Team:  At the last meeting, various team members reported on information provided from the focus groups on how the overall campaign went specific to various agencies. Next meeting is January 19, 2006 @ 3:30 pm. Key focus of the meeting will be to identify campaign topics for next year. The desire is to look at two or three items as specific campaign topics.

Review of Revised Policies-tabled to January Meeting
Update of Committee-Convicted Arsonists: Past President Glocar reported that three other states have a similar reporting program. Another important component of wheather or not to pursue this legislation is the question of what agency would have the responsibility for the registration program, and what fiscal impact would there be to that agency. Glocar stated that Genoa Ingram will provide an additional report at the January e-board meeting.
Rendezvous: Dan & Michelle are diligently working on this. They described that they are being “very creative” in working on their area of responsibility. 
Code of Ethics: Gustafson will bring a copy of the Washington State Fire Chiefs document with him to the January meeting.
OFMA Pin Orders: Michelle is working on this and would like to place an order based on the e-boards consensus of particular design (the smaller size pin) 
E-Board I.D. Badges: Tari passed around proofs and received input from the board. She will provide two styles that the e-board selected to Cruise Masters and let then make a final decision based on the best fit based on the badge size.
