* There are two Bills the Fire Marshal is working on for next Legislative Session.     They are; Safe Cigarette Bill, and Mandatory Licensing of Commercial Sprinkler Installers and Service Technicians
* Meeting with task force on the installation of 13-D fire sprinkler systems in manufactured homes

* Meeting with committee on the Low Hazard Inspector Program. NFPA Inspector 1 curriculum has been put together and is being reviewed.

GUEST PARTICIPATION

Bob Garrison, representative for Griffon-Tabor and their bookstore also handed out business cards as the regional fire service representative for ICC. Bob also provided his personal business card as another means to contact him. Ken Johnson thanked Bob for assisting with resolving the outstanding billing issue from ICC.
Bob also reported that Washington State passed a bill creating a law for mandatory fire sprinkler inspections. Also, a new law was created that requires fire sprinkler systems in nightclubs with an occupancy rating greater than 100 persons. This also includes retrofitting of all existing occupancies that fall under that new law. The law will become effective December 1, 2007  
7.       TREASURERS REPORT
Treasurer Johnson provided a written report. He has established accounts at Washington Mutual Bank. He stated that we need to add $1,500.00 to the current total balance for a deposit that was made after the report was printed. Director McMullen made motion to approve with correction. Director Stevens seconded. Motion Passed.
Treasurer Johnson has made new membership cards and will be mailed out as payments are received. Great job on the cards!

Membership renewals have been coming in steady with 151 received to date. This does not include any from the Office of State Fire Marshal which he anticipates receiving soon.

This would be a private contract to work outside of the business operation of Jackson FD #3.
