The conflagration fire in Burns is tentatively set to be de-mobed tomorrow, SFM office is working to get a FEMA declaration.

The free Fire plan review class that the SFM office sponsored in March had 23 attendees. 

The next class will be offered July 30, 31, August 1,2  They only 8 have signed up to date. Future classes will be offered in November, and September the dates to be announced.

Johnson also reported on the SFM Haz mat division event. We acted as a host financial organization for managing the money. $600.00 was contributed to our organization.
