 3.  Introduction of Guests

Guests present included: Bob Garrison, Burton Weast, Randy Simpson & Rich Stenhouse
 4.  Approval of Minutes

December minutes approved as corrected.
 5.  State Fire Marshal’s Report

 
State Fire Marshal Orr reported:
· Chief Deputy Randy Simpson met with Oregon Building Codes Division regarding the installation of fire sprinklers in manufactured housing.  BCD would not agree to allow the manufactured housing industry to perform the installs and would require a licensed installer.
· The Sparky awards will be presented this year at the OFCA/OFDDA Meritorious Awards Ceremony on May 19th rather than at the OFMA ABM.

· A Public Educator’s school is scheduled for the end of June.
· Recognition Program - the SFMO has set a goal of 85% trained to the awareness level.  The SFMO will begin presenting the recognition certificates at the OFMA ABM in May.  The administrative rules for fire service input to building officials are being reviewed by a stakeholder’s group.  Fire officials will have 18 months from the time of the rule adoption this spring to obtain the Fire Plans Examiner certification in order to have fire code related input in the plan review process.

· FM Orr reported on the 1st Governor’s Fire Service Summitt.  One item of interest discussed was the regionalizing of codes.

 6.  Guest Participation

Burton Weast, representing Western Advocates, Inc. reported on the plausibility of legislation mandating an Arsonist Registry.  Mr. Weast provided the Board with a memo detailing their findings, highlights are as follows:
· Montana, California and Illinois currently have arsonist registry laws.
· Several other states have tried and failed, including Washington.

· Items in our favor include the fact that a neighboring state (California) already has this type of registry and Washington State is poised to take a second run.

· Items against the legislation include; ACLU opposition, Cost & Defining the term “Arsonist”.
· If OFMA did decide to pursue we would need a diverse lobbying group, including the Chiefs, the District Directors at a minimum and could also include the Sheriffs and Insurance Industry.

· If OFMA pursues the legislation, it should be submitted by September or October, at the latest.

Bob Garrison reported the following:

· ICC will be holding a Western Code Action Committee meeting in Portland February 13th & 14th at the Airport Sheraton.  All are welcome to attend and provide feedback to the committee.
· The 2006 I-Codes will be available very soon.

· Washington State will also be introducing safe cigarette legislation.

 7.  Treasurer’s Report

· Treasurer Ken Johnson reported that our current total funds balance is $33,616.21.  At the time of this report, there were still outstanding checks to be deposited totally around $1,000.  The Treasurers report was approved as submitted.
· Ken reported that the current membership is between 186-190

· The billing mix-up with Western Advocates was their error and has been fixed.  We were inadvertently billed twice for the same services.

· Ken is working on a system to get current membership cards to all members, especially those that join mid-year.

· President Coxen (aka Kim “The Knees” Coxen) has been successfully collecting delinquent debts owed to OFMA.

 8.  Committee Reports
Annual Meeting Agenda Committee:  1st VP Stein and Director McMullen reported that they are working on finalizing the agenda.  Shannon Thorson has agreed to compile the member packets.  Gary Marshal agreed to MC the ABM.  The SFMO will not be presenting the Sparky Awards at the ABM but will be presenting recognition certificates.
Education Committee:  President Coxen reported that there are currently 180 registered for the upcoming Fire Prevention Workshop.
Membership:  No Report.
Saleables:  The possibility of new items was discussed, including coffee mugs.

 9.  Liaison Reports

DPSST: President Coxen reported that her term has expired and that she is unable to fulfill another term due to term limits.  First VP Stein will report back next month if he has approval from his department to represent OFMA.
Oregon Life Safety Team:  First VP Stein Reported no current significant activity has occurred.  The next meeting will be January 19th.  Past President Glocar reported that a smoke alarm survey was recently completed of various retailers to determine if non-compliant smoke alarms were being sold.
Honor Guard: Treasurer Johnson reported that the Honor Guard will be at the Fire Prevention Workshop.

10. Old Business
Review of Revised Policies: The Board will meet at the Fire Prevention Workshop to review the policies.
Fire Safety Checklist:  Treasurer Johnson reported that work continues on the Fire Safety Checklist of Teachers.  The committee will be meeting on January 12th.
OFMA Pins: Past President Glocar will be ordering the pins. 

E-Board I.D. Badges: Past President Glocar presented the new E-Board I.D. badges to the Board members. 

Meritorious Awards:  Past President Glocar reported that the nominations are open for the OFCA/OFDDA Meritorious Awards.
Class A Uniforms:  The GFSPC has been tasked with drafting a standard for Class A Uniforms for Oregon including the placement of regalia on the uniforms.

11. New Business

Coffee Break Training: President Coxen suggested that OFMA sponsor coffee break type training with Oregon specific topics and issues.  Director McMullen will present the concept to the Oregon Fire Code Committee for input.  It was suggested that OFCC might come up with the appropriate topics.
What’s Going on with OFMA?  The Board discussed the concept of writing a “What’s Going on with OFMA?” segment for each issue of the Gated Wye.

Fire Loss Reporting:  President Coxen will ask DSFM George Crosiar to chair an OFMA sponsored committee to work on creating a standardized format for reporting accurate fire loss statistics.

SFMO Annual Report Form: Treasurer Johnson suggested to FM Orr that it would be helpful to have a user-friendly electronic SFMO Annual Report form.
International FireStop Council:  President Coxen suggested that each Board member could host a FireStop Inspection Training Seminar in their region. More discussion to follow at the next board meeting.
