7. Liaison Reports 

Recognition Advisory: OAR 837 will be looked at during the June Hearings.

May 20th is the next advisory meeting in Canby, Items up for discussion will be the  concerns raised with collective bargaining; requiring Certifications that weren’t in effect when personnel were hired. Why are there Oregon specific requirements? Why is the State Fire Marshal administering this process when DPSST already exists?

Fire Code Committee: Moving ahead to adopt NFPA 10 2007 edition with the provision that the old Fire Extinguisher replacement requirement will be held off until 2009

JFS Legislation Committee: They are supporting the State Fire Marshal concerning Novelty Lighters, USAR and the Genoa Ethics issues. Do we need to consider hiring Genoa as a lobbyist.










OFCA: They are considering starting a Bulletin Board. The work on Cancer Presumption looks to be excluding Volunteers and they are looking at how to get them included.

DPSST: There is a meeting soon they will be forming committees to look at Certifications.















Juvenile Fire Setters: A non-profit organization has been formed by people in Multnomah, Clackamas and Washington Counties. Fire Safe Children and Families, have received another Grant this one for $160,000. They have received over $300K in the past 3 years



Governors Fire Service Policy: Parking restrictions on private streets died due to the lack of a second. They are revisiting the consistency issues brought up by contractors a couple years ago, to ask how we are doing in light of the work that has been done in that area.
