In response to the question concerning issues relating to the statutory authority of private corporations & non –profit volunteer organizations there was a formal request to the attorney general. 

After review the State Fire Marshal’s office has discovered there are departments that do not meet the requirements. The departments identified will have one year to meet requirements that will allow them to become recognized and issued FDID numbers. 

In the research it was also found that several departments have not reported to the Sec. of State for audit information and are working to get reinstated. 
Fire Marshal Orr also reported that the 09 legislative session activity has begun. 
Some issues so far include the ban the sale of toy like lighters, a motion to amend the duplication of fees in the explosives section, and a Health division promoted cigar bar ventilation requirement.
