2. Introduction of Guests:

Robert Garrison, ICC and OFCA; Genoa Ingram, OFDDA and Western Advocates; Rich Stenhouse, Portland Fire Bureau.

3. President Coxen asked to deviate from the agenda at this time to allow Rich Stenhouse to make a presentation so he can return to Portland.

Rich Stenhouse addressed the Board on a subject that could be developed into a piece of legislation for the next legislative session. He presented information on an issue that would be an Arson Registration process – similar to the current Sex Offender Legislation. Mr. Stenhouse is seeking possible collaboration of OFMA, fire district’s and departments throughout the state, and IAAI to back future potential legislation. Sporadic discussion occurred as follows: Genoa Ingram asked if the idea is to have Statewide Registry or Registry by County. Eric McMullen questioned whether juveniles could create a problem due to their protective classification. Bob Garrison suggested that as local law enforcement agencies report arson related incidents they are forwarded to OSP through LEDS. Genoa Ingram questioned the ramifications, workload and financial, to county and state government.

Ken Johnson stated that if they are looking to OFMA for support and possible endorsement for future potential legislation, then he makes a motion that collectively, as the OFMA Board of Directors, if the concept of Arson Registry moves forward towards a potential legislation that we present a Resolution Endorsing the Concept at our Annual Business Meeting.

Motion seconded by Joel Stein, Eric McMullen and Dan Patterson. Passed Unanimously.

President Coxen requested Legislative Committee Chair Glocar to convene a meeting to begin the information gathering process that will help drive this towards becoming a topic endorsed by additional fire service organizations on its way to the legislative process. Glocar will collaborate with Stenhouse on gathering a group of interested parties.

4. Approval of Minutes:

Director Dan Patterson made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 16, 2005 Board Meeting as corrected. (Corrections: the change of Jo Pedrola’s name in two spots and clarifying that Ken finished the filing of the 2004/05 tax return and not filing for the tax exempt status……..). Motion seconded by Director Michelle Stevens – Passed Unanimously.

5. State Fire Marshal’s Report:
Fire Marshal Orr reported on an item of good news from our neighbors to the south. California recently passed a “Safe Cigarette Bill”. Fire Marshal Orr reported this is good news and should help as Oregon moves forward with another bill for the next legislative session.

Fire Marshal Orr presented three new items: 1) The Invasion of the Smoke Alarms; 2) Candle Safety Campaign (from the Life Safety Team); 3) Middle School Curriculum (must be requested by Middle School Health Teachers).

Fire Marshal Orr shared some information on her recent vacation to the British Isle.

6. Finance Report 

Ken Johnson presented copies of a printed Treasurers Report. Second Vice-President Gustafson made a motion to approve the Financial Report as presented. Second by First Vice-President Stein. Passed Unanimously.
7. Committee Reports:
· Education Committee: President Coxen reported that there are approximately 35 registered for the ICC Course and 75 for the Round Table Meeting. Registrations are beginning to come in for the fall education seminar. Flyers for the FP Workshop have been mailed. 

· Membership – Michelle Stevens reported that the membership cards are done and mailed. Michelle stated that Brenda Messmer from Jackson County Fire District 3 was a GREAT HELP and would like to give her a Thank You. Ken was helpful also. Kim to send Brenda a thank you card on behalf of the board for her help. 
· Audit Committee – Audit will be conducted tomorrow at Canby Grove.
· Constitution and By-Laws Committee – 2nd V-P Gustafson asked to Table until the next meeting.
· Scholarship Committee – 2nd V-P Gustafson will update the Scholarship Applications and forward the information to Past President Shannon Thorson for inclusion on the Web-Site.
· Web-Site – Director McMullen stated that it looks really Great.
9. Liaison Reports:
· Oregon fire Chiefs Association: President Coxen attended the October board meeting and distributed OFMA calendars as well as gave an association update. · OSFM Task Force – Ken Johnson reported on an OSFM Task Force looking at OAIRS. Primary move is to switch to NFIRS Coding. They hope to have recommendations to Fire Marshal Orr by the end of the calendar year.

· Board Meeting schedule was reviewed – Starting time for November 18, meeting in Medford changed to 8:30 a.m. Discussion on the dates for the strategic planning session identified the dates and times as – starting on June 6th at 1:00 and ending at 12:00 on the 8th at Box R Ranch.

· Review of Revised Policies - President Coxen distributed copies of the first (5) policies and asked everyone to review and make red line changes for the next meeting.

12. GOOD OF THE ORDER
· Bob Garrison gave a short report on the ICC Final Action Code Hearings in Detroit. There was a proposal to incorporate a requirement for 1 and 2 Family Residences to be sprinklered as an Appendix to the Fire Code. There was discussion at the hearings if the intent was to mandate 1 and 2 Family Residences to be sprinklered. But by making it an Appendix to the Fire Code then it could be an option during Fire Code adoption by agencies. When the 2006 IFC comes out you will see an appendix that is adoptable.
